Extent of conditional offer and scholarship
	A conditional offer from a host department is a necessary pre-condition for an applicant to be able to be awarded a scholarship from Higher Education Commission of Pakistan (HEC).

The department offers the applicant a position as a PhD-student under the condition that he/she is awarded a scholarship from HEC and that he/she is formally admitted to PhD-studies by the university. 
The host department is responsible for making the final judgment of the applicant’s suitability for pursuing PhD-studies, but the HEC guarantees that the academic credentials and similar are correct and in good order. The final receivers of the scholarships are selected through a joint selection process by the HEC and the Swedish Institute (SI). 

HEC guarantees a total of 900 Euro / month for a total of four years (48 months) for the recipient of the scholarship. It covers the living expenses for the scholar. HEC does also cover the cost of one round trip Pakistan – Sweden. 
The scholarship does not cover the cost for accompanying family members. Nor does it cover bench fees or other academic expenses. 

The SI administers the monthly payment of the scholarship and the annual evaluation of the study progress of the scholar.  The SI also arranges an insurance for the scholarship recipient through Kammarkollegiet. 
All other costs and practical arrangements, such as accommodation, offices etc, is provided for by the host department. The host department also arranges the formal admission to PhD-studies for the scholar in accordance with the university procedures and national Higher Education Act and Higher Education Ordinance.
